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LATEST UPDATE — Mar. 12, 2021

In an effort to keep our community partners connected, we are providing you with regular COVID-19 updates.

Ministry of Health update
In yesterday’sjoint statementon B.C.”s COVID-19 response, Dr. Bonnie Henry, Provincial Health Officer, and
Adrian Dix, Minister of Health, reported 569 new cases.

The total number of people who have tested positive for COVID-19 in B.C. now stands at 87,009 since the start
of the pandemic. Of the new cases, 140 people were inthe Vancouver Coastal Health (VCH) region.

Across the province, there were three new COVID-19 related deaths, while 244 people are currently
hospitalized, with 68 of these cases receiving treatmentin ICU/critical care. The total number of individuals
who have passed away due to COVID-19 is 1,397. There are 4,912 active cases of COVID-19 across B.C.
currently.

There have been 11 new confirmed COVID-19 cases that are variants of concern in our province, for a total of
638 cases. Of the total cases, 89 are active. The remaining people have recovered. This includes 588 cases of
the B.1.1.7 (U.K.) variant, 36 cases of the B.1.351 (South Africa) variant and 14 cases of the P.1 (Brazil) variant.

Dr. Henry says we’re not seeing rapid take-off of variants of concern in B.C., and the same measures we use to
protect ourselves works — not gatheringespeciallyindoors, keeping our distance and wearing our masks — with
the variants as well.

Today, the publichealth order on gatherings and events has beenamendedto allow for outdoor gatherings no
larger than 10 people —the same ten people. There are no changes to the current restrictions on indoor
gatherings—in our homes or elsewhere. The requirements forrestaurants and bars also continue.

Nextweek, is St. Patrick’s Day, a day that we often gather with friends. While we can now enjoythe dayin a
small group outside, the publichealth order on food and liquor establishmentsis beingamended to restricted
alcohol sales as they were on New Year’s Eve.

In her epidemiology update, Dr. Henry noted COVID-19 was the 8t most likely cause of death in BC in 2020.
Ilicit drug toxicity the 5" most likely cause of death. She said the 7-day rollingaverage of COVID cases has
increased and the highest number of COVID cases continue to be in Fraser Health region followed by Vancouver
Coastal region. The plan for the next few weeks is straightforward: Keep using our layers of protectionand
followingthe orders and restrictions. If you are seeingothers, stay small and it must be outside.

Vaccination update
Since the start of immunizations, 366,791 vaccinations have beendeliveredinB.C. (not includingtoday), with
87,009 of those beinga second dose.

Dr. Henry said the data shows very clearly that once two to three weeks have passed, thereis a rapid drop-off
in risk for people who have beenimmunized. Anditwas as high as 89% after three weeks. Andthere will be
ongoing monitoring to make sure the protection is lasting.

Vivian Eliopoulos, interim president and CEO at Vancouver Coastal Health, has released the following statement
on the one-year milestone of the COVID-19 pandemic.

“Thursday, March 11 marks one year since the World Health Organization declared the COVID-19 pandemic.
Vancouver Coastal Health (VCH) would like to recognize and acknowledge the tremendous work of health -care
workers and outstanding support from the communitiesin our region over the past 12 months. It has beena
difficultand challengingyear for all of us. At the same time, the arrival of the vaccines —and now the opening
of vaccination clinics — have brought with them much needed hope.

“This past year, we all have been asked to do more than we have everhad to do at work, at home and in the
community to keep each other safe. Many of us have been separated from family, friendsand loved ones.

“We would like to extend our deepest gratitude to health-care workers at VCH who have braved the uncertain
and sometimes unknown, adapted and persevered, and have unwaveringly provided the best care possible to
our patients, clientsand residents.

“We would alsolike to extend our gratitude to our community members who continue to make decisionsand
sacrificesto keep themselves andtheir loved ones healthy and safe and who join us on the front line of this
pandemicby following publichealth guidelines that are meant to protect us all.

And now, with vaccination clinics opening,
additional vaccine arriving and more people in our community becomingimmunized from COVID-19, we have
hope that we will soon be able to come togetherin person.
